The SDGs were adopted by the
world leaders signing Paris agreement during the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change, 21* Conference of Parties (UNFCCC-COP21) heid at Paris in October, 2015, Since January 1, 2016
the SDGs are officially in force, Although the Paris agreement is not a binding agreement all parties are
nevertheless required to periodically report their progress on sustainable development. The Paris
agreement strongly encourage all parties to take ccllective actions for sustainakble development. This Green
Cities Conference will bring together key stakeholders from the Indonesia-Malaysia-Thailand Growth
Triangle {IMT-GT), Brunei Darussalam-indonesia-Malaysia-the Philippines East ASEAN Growth Area (BIMP-
EAGA) and Greater Mekong Sub-region (GMS).
